Getting Started

First things first. The P&C can help you and your child prepare for school. You can
buy your school uniforms, place lunch orders, and register for quality before and
after school care.

Uniform

The Manly West Uniform Shop stocks all Manly West uniform items and accessories. We stock
a complete range of new items, and we also have a selection of second-hand items.

Our store is open twice a week. Alternatively, orders can be placed via email and through
Flexischools. Both Flexischools and email orders can be collected directly from the uniform
shop during opening hours or can be delivered to the office for all new Kindy starters. Parents
will be notified by text message when their order is ready for collection.

There’s Summer and Winter Starter Packs for Kindy students. Items inside these packs are a
suggestion to what you may need to get you started for the year ahead. Parents can add this
pack or order the items separately.

Our second-hand items are sold at heavily discounted prices and are available in-store only.

What to wear

A complete list of uniform options is available on the P&C website.

Summer uniform —Terms 1 and 4

Winter uniform — Terms 2 and 3.

There is a two-week grace period at the start of Terms 2 and 3 for the changeover of uniform.

Payment Options

The Uniform Shop will accept cash, EFTPOS or credit card payments. Flexischools orders are by
credit card only.

Our shop is open during school terms on:

Monday mornings from 8:45am — 9:45am

Wednesday afternoons from 2:45pm — 3:45pm

We also open to on pupil free days at the start of Term 1, 2 and 3.

Before and After School Care (BASC)

Manly West Before and After School Care is an Approved Childcare provider. Child
Care Subsidy is available to eligible children.

We are currently licensed to offer care for 210 children each morning and
afternoon. We also offer care on the Term 2 and Term 3 pupil free days.

Quality and Engaging Care

The MW BASC is highly regarded amongst the school and wider community. We offer high
quality, not-for-profit before and after school care to the families of Manly West.

Children participate in a range of activities including craft, sport, cooking, drama, games and
much more. The Centre also offers incursions where specialist providers provide diverse and
inspiring activities in which children can participate.

Special theme days are run throughout the year including picnics, parties, and appearances by
special guests to celebrate various occasions. Parents are notified of these special occasions in
advance.

Child Care Subsidy is available to eligible children.

Enrolments and Waitlists

All Manly West families are eligible to enrol at BASC. Please be aware that there are waiting
lists for BASC places across all year groups from kindergarten through to Year 6. Should you
require care please notify the BASC administration as soon as possible.

Whilst we do try to offer places to all families - registering your child does not guarantee a place.

The Fun Stuff

Band

The multi award winning MW Band program is a big part of the MW community and is available
to students from Year 3 onwards. There are four wind/brass ensembles — the training band,
intermediate band, performance band and concert band. Students in K-2 will be entertained by
the bands at assemblies and special events throughout the year.

Enrichment Programs and Special Presentations

Our team coordinates enrichment programs for students and their families. Some are regular
like our Interrelate presentations and our Cybersafety talks. Others include workshops with
leading artists and authors, and entrepreneurial workshops for our budding enthusiasts — it
really depends on the interests of our committee members at the time.

Environmental and Sustainability Projects

Our committee researches and investigates ways the school can reduce waste and be more
energy efficient and introduced Waste-free Wednesdays in 2021.

Events and Fundraising

Our events and fundraising teams provide a range of key social and fundraising events and
initiatives each year to help build the sense of school community and to raise much needed
funds for the school.

Regular events include the Easter Morning Tea, Mothers’ and Carers’ Day stall and fun parent
and student events. Our biennial carnival is like no other on the Northern Beaches.

Kitchen Garden

The Kitchen Garden program is a place where our garden grows and so do our students!

The P&C maintains the Stephanie Alexander Kitchen Garden. The garden supports a range of
curriculum areas across several key learning areas, and it is often referred to as our ‘outdoor
classroom’. All students from Kindergarten to Year 6 will have an opportunity to use this
outdoor classroom throughout the year.

The Kitchen Garden program provides an opportunity for students to plant, harvest, prepare
and share food grown.

Flexischools

Flexischools is the fast and secure way to order and pay for uniforms and canteen
lunch orders.

Registration is easy. Online help is close at hand, and there’s some quick
reference guides on the site too.

Register - Enter your email address and follow the prompts. You will then receive an email from
help@flexischools.com requesting you to Finish your account set up.

Open the link and complete your registration details, this includes setting up a password,
adding your name and a phone number.

The next screen is all about your child.

In the School Name box type in Manly West Public School. The Year Level and Class are
dropdown options that have predefined options.

Personal Details please enter your child’s name. This will ensure your orders reach their
destination.

You will then be redirected to the Let’s Go page where you can log in and start placing your
orders.

Choose your tile e.g. Food for canteen, Shop for uniform, Events for our very own Kitchen
garden cookbook (more on this later!)

Follow the prompts and select your items and confirm your order.
Place your Order and Select your payment option.

For canteen you can even place recurring orders, so your child never misses out on their
favourite items.
